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 Wood Energy Grant Scheme

Application Form

EECA has funds available to assist businesses with wood energy projects and welcomes applications.

Eligibility

Projects must satisfy the following criteria:

· Wood-based bioenergy is being produced or used.
· There is a clear benefit to the wood energy sector in New Zealand, either the supply or demand side, i.e. strategic value and potential for widespread industry adoption. These may include, for example:
· The potential use of wood fuel to replace fossil fuels
· The improvement of a supply chain for wood fuels
· The cost effective recovery of forest residues
· Conversion of boilers to wood-firing
· Emerging technologies or processes such as gasifiers or bio-oil plants
· Improvements to quality standardisation of wood chips.

· At the time of applying for the grant, a commitment has not already been made for goods or services, i.e. contract signed or deposit paid.

· For business grants, the projects will preferably have a payback period of greater than 2 years.

· The project will lead to increased wood energy use, i.e. it is not just pure research.

· The applicant agrees to the terms of the grant agreement. Copies of the grant agreements can be downloaded from the following EECA website:

Types of Grant

Feasibility Study Grants - are for studies that help determine if a capital project should be funded.
Funding:

Depending on the evaluation of the grant application and project plan, the recipient may receive up to a maximum of 75% of the cost of the study. The maximum grant amount will be $50,000. Recipients may apply later for a business grant to help implement the project. 
Business Grants - are for capital projects with good demonstration potential that lead to a published case study. 
Funding:

Depending on the evaluation of the grant application and project plan, the recipient may receive up to a maximum of 40% of the actual capital cost of the project. The grant amount will be between $10,000 - $200,000.
